Social enterprise is the term for a company 
set up with a social or environmental benefit 
in mind. Often  these are co-ops or charities 
that are also registered companies with all the 
profits going back into the organisation rather 
than shareholders, e.g. Kintyre Recycling. 
 

What is clear from attending the event is that 
there is a lot of support locally and nationally for individuals or 
groups who want to set up social enterprises, and there are many 
examples nationally and internationally of successful cultural  
social enterprises. The Kintyre Cultural Forum is going down the 
social enterprise route showing how enterprise and creativity work 
well together.

K intyre Songwriters Festival was held on May 28th - 30th 
and once again showcased a thoughtful and talented 

crop of young musicians. Saturday night saw the dining 
room of the White Hart transformed into an intimate venue 
with an appreciative audience.  The night was topped and 
tailed by The Gilchristians who played an array of Kenny 
Gilchrist’s songs with the odd rock anthem thrown in for 
good measure. 
 

It was great to see some new acts coming through on the 
Kintyre talent conveyor belt.  Medium High gave a great account of  
themselves and Megan Green showed great promise, accompanying  herself on piano 
with extra support from Adam Fortune. Next up, Gullion were splendid boasting two  
generations of Blacks as the rhythm section.  
 

Lyndsey Cockwell came to the festival from Berlin via London and produced a quirky 
performance that was one of the best and most original of the weekend. 
 

Local favourite Adam Fortune gets better by the year. In addition to his own excellent 
material, his  moothie-driven version of “Just Like a Woman” was exceptional. 
 

Ross Macinnes performed a mixed set of his own compositions and others.  Ross’s 
own style has settled into a confident and sensitive delivery captivating audiences. 
 

A New Hope who started out in 1997 and reformed in 2006 performed a tight set providing a contrast in style with 
their funky/Indie/rocky/rhythms.  The set was part of an evening that was well organised with frequent short 
breaks, enough time to charge the glasses for The Wild Sarachs who clearly felt relaxed with the audience,  
telling self penned anecdotes with a Kintyre slant which had the Songwriters audience both laughing and crying 

 

The Twisted Melons deserve a mention as their contribution was clear by their stage presence but a core ‘backroom’ staff were also 
present to enable this event to be staged.  MC Kenny Johnson kept the proceedings moving and the audience well informed on  
another night of exceptional music in Campbeltown.

The Road to Drumleman: 
Memories of the Argyll Colliery 

T he Road to Drumleman tells the story of 
Kintyre’s last coal mine, The Argyll Colliery 

(1947-1967). Almost no physical traces of the 
mine remain and now it’s hard to imagine  
that the well run mine thrived just behind  
spectacular Machrihanish Bay.�
�

When artist, Jan Nimmo’s father and former 
Argyll Colliery shot firer, Neil Nimmo, died, Jan 
realised that there was an urgency to gather the 
stories of the remaining miners. Through their 
personal narrative the film gives an insight into 
working life, its hardships and camaraderie. The 
stories span the life of the mine and pay tribute 
to all of the men who worked invisibly beneath 
the wild and unspoilt shores of western Kintyre.�
�

The film will be released in July 2010 and  
premiered at The Campbeltown Picture House 
on the 30th of July. This will be followed by 
community screenings in Kintyre before  
travelling to screen at Deep Fried Film Festival.

S outh Kintyre Art Group are staging their 
27th Annual Exhibition of work by local

Campbeltown has no public gallery space 
but this exhibition will be held as usual in 
the Council Chamber of the Town Hall.   
 

This venue in the heart of the town, even at 
a rental to Argyll & Bute Council of £16 per 
hour, is perfect in terms of its position; suc-
cess over a quarter of a century largely due 
to this location. 
 

If the Council has its way this will be the 
last show to be held in the Town Hall as it is 
the stated intention to ‘mothball’ the  
building in November. Boarded up with 
decay and dereliction an inevitable  
consequence. Is this the future for an iconic 
architectural treasure which is also a vital 
part of our heritage?

Saturday starts with the Grand Parade then we move onto Kinloch Green for “Doon the Green” and into the White Hart for the new 
Festival Club which will run on Saturday and Sunday afternoons.  Saturday Night sees 
the new concert format with Four Men & a Dog, Aly Bain & Phil Cunningham, The Rua 
McMillan Trio, Arthur Johnstone as MC with one more act to be confirmed. 
 

The Dalriada Connections Concert on Sunday afternoon in the Heritage Centre  
provides a fantastic line up, including performances from Gerry O’Conner with Kevin 
Docherty both from Ireland and ex-Capercaillie whistle player Marc Duff from North 
Argyll. Lorne MacDougall opens the concert, which includes Scooter Muse from  
America, The Millar Sisters and Frank Rochford from Campbeltown, Canterach and the 
Dalriada Connections Band. Look out for your free miniature from sponsors Mitchell's 
Glengyle Distillery. The legendary Survivors Night featuring many local bands brings 
the Festival to an end.
